Description:

Part 1: You are responsible to extend the sample wrapper in the \sqllib\samples\wrapper_sdk directory to handle the CLOB and BLOB data type to run in both fenced and unfenced mode.  

Part 2: You are responsible to write a simple JDBC application to catalog both music CD tracks and pictures which stored in the newly supported BLOB format.  When selected, you must be able to display pictures (e.g. jpg) or play the song (e.g. wav) driven from your application. 
Project Specification:

-  The actual CLOB and BLOB data are stored externally of the non-relational data file.  The full path and file names will be stored in the data file as a reference in their respective columns.
e.g. c:\temp\music\track1.wav or c:\temp\pictures\picture1.jpg
-  CLOB and BLOB data should be able to be displayed from the DB2 CLP default format.
Getting Started:

-  Build the DLLs in the wrapper_sdk directory.

-  Load the license file and enable II federation.

-  Make sure that both the fenced and unfenced modules are working as designed.

-  Understand all the code and starting adding the CLOB data type support.
