You must hand in a 3 1/2" floppy disk or an USB memory key containing files named build.bat, test.bat, test.doc,  clean.bat, and all the source files for part 1&2.  You must put the diskette/key along with this check list in a 9x12 brown envelope with you name in the diskette label and outside the envelope.  You MUST be able to compile, run, and test the program from the DB2 Command Window.  If I can't compile or test your program, you're not going to get much credit for your work!!!  In addition, make a BIN directory and copy all the “executable/compiled” files there (e.g. *.dll, *.class).  The bin directory is necessary in case I can’t build your files.  For test data, you need to create a directory named DATA and copy all the files there.
Minimum reguired build.bat content
Compile and build the sampleF.dll and sampleU.dll using the makefile.
Remember that I will copy your files into a separate directory, NOT from \sqllib\samples\wrapper_sdk.
Compile your java test program named p2.java.
Copy the newly built sample*.dll into the %DB2PATH%\bin directory.
Minimum reguired test.doc content

Contain the description of each test case (each SQL statement).
Describe your tables and test data.
Test and explain how you handle a nullable column in the text data file. 

Minimum reguired test.bat content

Make sure you perform the same tests for both FENCED and UNFENCED wrappers.

Use proj2 as your test database name.

Create and populate your external data files and local tables with test data (Use schema p2 for creating tables!!!
Test different SQL statements for different data types including:
-  Test regular selection and projection operations using CLOB and BLOB.
-  Test a join between local and remote data with CLOB and/or BLOB column(s) in the projection list.

-  Test and explain how you handle a nullable column in the text data file. 

-  Test different error messages (e.g. data file errors, data size/length errors, …, etc).
You must be able to handle errors with reasonable error messages.
To test with your test data, assume that all your files will be in c:\test. This means that your create nickname statements must point to this path. 
Minimum reguired clean.bat content

Drop the proj2 database.
Remove sample*.dll from %DB2PATH%\bin directory.
GUI requirement for p2.java

Use implicit userid, password, and proj2 as the database name for JDBC connection.

Prompt for nickname to catalog the data file content
Prompt for either video or audio for BLOB column.
