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Using p1.java as your starting point, you will implement option 3 as follow:
1. Generate a set of statistic based on an input set of 4 numbers entered in this option.  Specifically you need to display the sum, average, maximum, and minimum values based on the input numbers.

· You need read in 4 numbers
· Average is SUM / 4
