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Test Case 
1. Name: Assign Chore to User
2. Purpose: To assign a chore to a user so that they know what responsibilities they have for the day/week.
3. Preconditions: User must have already been created.
4. Manual Operations: Type up chore on app, assign it to a user.
5. Expected Results: Assigned user will see his or her new chore that has been given to them.
6. Acceptance Criteria: You can either assign a chore to yourself or a roommate.

The test case that will be analyzed in-depth is the assigning chores to users. The purpose of this case is to assign a specific chore to a specific user. The condition is that the user must be logged in. The assigned user will be able to see the chore assigned to them. A user may assign a chore to themselves.
